Sixty percent of the Black-winged Stilt's 40cm lenght is composed of its
pink legs, distinguishing it from any other species. It inhabits shallow
lakes and marshes, where it can feed on a wide diversity of food types
iIncluding invertebrates, small vertebrates, fish eggs etc. Consequently, it
has a very wide distribution; including all continents except the poles.

Black-winged stilt can be observed in almost all of the shallow wetlands
of Cyprus and regularly breeds at a few sites including Kukla Wetlands.
At the end of the breeding season they migrate back to their wintering
grounds so they tend to leave Cyprus from November to February.

Pairs look after their offspring together. They nest on bare soil or a small
mound in shalllows, so their nests are prone to predation by fox and dogs.
